Community Center Citizens Advisory Council Update — Commissioner Raspanti

Commissioner Raspanti said a number of issues that were identified as areas for improvement are:
Community Center newsletter for members starting August 1; adding a Yoga-Chi-Kung class; adding
signage to remind patrons entering the pool to shower; and installing hand sanitizers. He said the next
meeting is September 16.

Environmental Impact Task Force Meeting Update — Commissioner Ryan

The highlights of the meeting are: indoor garden at the
Community Center is still on the agenda; the District did not receive the $8,000 Hamburger Helper
grant; Member Wapner provided extensive information on other grants that are available; and the need
to have an environment policy that the Park Commissioners can approve.

Centennial Park Pool — Change Order Three

Commissioner O’Brien moved that the Board in accordance with Section 33E9 of the Illinois
Public Contracts Act that the President determine in writing that Change Order Number Three
to a construction contract with Schaefges Brothers Inc. for improvements at Centennial Park
Pool in the amount of $2,150.00 is in the best interest of the Park District and is authorized by
law and that such written determination be provided by the President to Director Lange.
Commissioner Raspanti seconded the motion. Commissioner Hunst said he is frustrated by this.

NEW BUSINESS

Commissioner Hunst requested that bid and Request for Proposal (RFP) notice information be placed
on the Park District website. After some discussion, Commissioner O’Brien asked staff to look into
the request.

Commissioner Hunst said the next item is the phone message not returned and preceded to read the
following statement: “Gary Abezetian stated he requested that | should contact him and he made the
request three times to staff, since Gary is a former Park District Commissioner he would have known
to make the request to either Jim Lange or Lori Knouse.” Commissioner Hunst asked Director Lange
if Garry made this request to him or Superintendent Knouse. Director Lange responded that he did not
know and did not recall Garry making a request to him.

Commissioner Hunst said the last thing is the taxes and last year the Park Board learned that Park
Ridge Baseball has not filed a U.S. federal tax return for over 50 years only because he pushed to see
the latest federal tax return for Park Ridge Baseball. He said last month the Board found out that the
Park Ridge Football had not filed a U.S. federal tax return in 40 years. Commissioner Hunst asked
why, from last year, the Park Board wasn’t informed that Park Ridge Football had not filed a U.S.
federal tax return. He said these organizations face possible penalties for not filing U.S. federal tax
returns and may lose their tax exempt status. Director Lange said his recollection is that the Park
District never required affiliates to file until Commissioner Hunst came on the Park Board and then it
was required this year. After some discussion, Commissioner O’Brien thought when this issue was
discussed last year the Park Board was talking about all affiliates and not singling out baseball, but
using baseball as an example. His understanding is that the Park District has not received copies
because it was not required for any affiliates. Commissioner Hunst expressed his concerns on not
being notified of football. Director Lange responded that he disagrees with Commissioner Hunst and
asked that Assistant Lucarz pull the minutes for clarification.

At 8:17 p.m., Commissioner O’Brien moved that the Board adjourn to Closed Meeting to discuss
collective negotiating matters 2(c)(2). We will reconvene to the Regular Board Meeting with no
other New Business. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Raspanti and passed by a roll
call vote.
